- . ARTICLE I— NAME

ARTICLE II —OBJECTS

Section 1z The objects of this club shall be to develop Optimism s a philosophy of ife; to promote an active
interest in good government and civie alfairs; to inspirc respect for the laws to promote patriatism and work for
intemational nceord nnd frieadship among all people; to aid and enconrage the develpment of youth.

ARTICLE III — MEMBERSHIP

Section 1: The membership of this club shall-rapresent. a cross-section of the business, social, and cultural life
ofthe comiimity and shal onsit of adult mea of good character azd community standing, generally compatible
with the membership of sll Optimist clubs, who reside or have community interests in the city af . ____

TRAVEREE CT ot the ares adjacent thereto and who have heen duly elected to memhorship in the
mannes prescribed in these bylaws. Al memberships shall bo hrld by individuals and shall not be transferable.

Section 2: The Board of Directors may estublish elassifications, based an the reengnired lines of business, agrirul-
tural, institutional nnd professional life of the community, under which persons may be admitted to membership.

Section 3: Membership may be limited to not. more than two (2) members of the same classification except
that, if a member shall change his businesa or professionnl pursuits, e mny have his membership teansterred to
his new dassification; or, if that elassification is filled, he may be retained withont classification until s vacancy
occurs,

Scctlon 4: Any meraber of this dlub who shall bave hecn a member in good stending of one or more Optimist
elubs for ten o more years, or a Life Member of Optimiat. Internationnl, ot n member who shall bave retired from
aetive business or professional ife may be elected to Roservo Membership wpon written application to the Boxrd
of Dircetors. Reserve Memiern shall pay all regular dues and fees and enjoy all rights and priviloges of membicr-
ship except that they tany vot hold electiva office fn Optimist International or participate in attendancc contests of
Optimist Intemntional. Upon clection to Reserve Memborship all such Reserve Membors must, be reported
immediately to Optimist Internationad by the Sccretary-Treasurer.

ARTICLE IV — ADMISSION TO MEMBERSHIP

Section 1: Members shall be admitted to the lub in the following manner:
. Propoauls for mewbership shalt e submilied Lo he Secretars-Trensizer i writing in the form o
presesibed by tha Board of Dircctors and akial bear the endormomont, of fwo members in good standing,

b, Thie Secretary-Treasurer shall immediately vefer all such proposnls to the Membership Committee for
investigation and recommendation.

. Should such propodals snd recommendations therean ho npproved by the Membership Committee, the
Sceratary-Tréasurer shull natify the membership of the identity of the proposed member and the date,
which date shsll nat bo earlier than fourtcem (14) duys following the data of such notification, on which his
proposal will be sctéd upon by the Bosrd of Dircctors.

d. Therenter, and after all members have had apportunity to expresa objections, if any, to the proposed
member, the Board of Directars shall, at its discretion, approve o reject such proposal for membersbip
without explanation of its action. Adverse votes by two or more memhess of tho Board of Dircctors aball
eonstitute rojection of such proposal.

pon favorable netion by the Board of Directors, such appiaval.shall ba communicated ta. the proposed
b by & spossor wnd/or the Sectetary Treasuoee, aad the Sessetass-Lronmmmas shall forthwith eollet
all dues and fecs prescribed by these bylawa and, upon receipt ! zd the Tew mém-

immedinzely forms
bor's namo, nddress, and processing fee to Optimist International in the prescribed form and mannar.





[image: image2.jpg]Section 2: Any former member of another Optimist club, who was in good standing when bis membership waa
terminated, may be admitted to membership in the manner preseribed by Scction 1 of this Article and by comply-
ing with snch requirements as may be established by the Bowrd of Dircctors., The sdmission of former members
shall be neither required nor nutomatie.

ARTICLE V— TERMINATION OF MEMBERSHIP

Sectlon 1: Any member may resign from the club provided that all bia indebtedness to the elnb has been paid
and that such resignation shall be in writing to the Secretary-Treasurer.

Section 2: Any momber wha is two (2) or more months in arrears in the payment of duexor other indebtodness
to the club muy he suspended fram membership provided he is so notified in writing by the Secretary-Treawurer.
Snch member, upon payment of arrenss and submission of application for reinstatement within thirty (30} days
after said notice, may, st the diseretion of the Board of Dircetors, he reinstated. 1f sueh member hus not applicd
for reinststement withir the stated period, he shall be deemed to have forfeited his membership and shall he 30
notified by the Secrotary-Treasurer.

Section 3: Any member charged with conduet unbecoming an Opiimist or with any act projudicial to the best
interests of the club or Optimist Juternational, and against whom such charges are sustained after opportunity
to appeat hefore the Board of Dircetors in his awn defenso, may, at tha diseretion of the Board of Directors, be
sspalled from memhership. Dpon such action hy the Board of Dircetors tho Seeretary-Treasurer shall notify the
merber i writing of said sction without further explanation of reasons therefor.

Section 4: In ease of the resignation or expulsion of any member, the Sceretary-Treasurer shall forthwith notify
Optirixt Internntional and ail members of the elnb of such netion.

Section 5: Any member whase memhership in the club hins been terminated for any reason whatsoever shall
forfcit 2ll interest in any fands or property of the club and all rights to the use of the Optimist name, emblem

or other insigaia.
ARTICLE VI — QFFICERS

Section 1: The officers of this club shall be n President and two Vice Presidents, who shall bo elected annually,
and a Seeretary-Treasurer who shall he appoiated nnnually by the President subject to the apptoval of the Board
of Directors. All officers shall hald offico for one year ar until their suecessots are duly clected or appointed ns
provided in thesa bylaws. In the event that any office becomes vacant for any renson whatsoever, the vazaney
shall be filled forthwith by the Board of Directors.

Section 2: The President shall serve & the executive officer of the club, preside at all mectings of the member-
ship and the Board of Directors, bena ex-officio memher of all committecs, cxerciso general supervision over affaies
of the alub, and perform auch other duties as are ordinerily incumbent upon & Prosidcnt, He shall represent. the
club in o}l relations with Optimist International and the District and perform a like function in their hehnlf in
relation to the club. The President shall attend all duly called meetings of the District or, in the ease of absence
tor good and sufficient reason, provide for his representation hy an accredited representative.

Section 3: The Vice Presidents shall pecform such duties a3 are ordinarily incumbent upon Vieo Presidents
and such other duties as may be assigned to them by the President or Board of Directars.

Sectlon 4: The Serrctnry-Tressurer shall keep and maintain the minutes of all meetings of the Baard of Directors,
business meetings and all records of membership, attendanee, fers, ducs and monies collected and disbursed,
in the form and manner prescribed by the Roard of Directors, and shall conduct such correspondence as may be
required by the President and the Board of Directors. He shall also make nnd file all reports required by Optimist.
International =nd the district, submit regular financinl statements in the form, manner, and frequency pre-
scribed by the Board of Directors, prepare an anntial statement for the zunual meeting of the club and gencrally
perform sich duties 19 are ordinarily incumsbent upon & Seerétary-Tressurer.

ARTICLE VII — DIRECTORS '

Section 1: Thora shall be a Bonrd of Dicectora which shafl consist of the Fresident, the inmedinta Past President,
the Vice Presidents, the Secrebary-Treasurer and six electod dircetors, cach of whom shall have the right fo vato.
Elected direstors shall serve for a period of two years or until their successors are duly qualiied nnd elected. In
the event of  directorship hecoming vacant.for any reason whatsosver, sich vacancy shall be flled by action of
the Board of Direntars, and such appointee shall serve for the m of the individieal heing replaced.
Sectian 2: The Board of Directors shall have controf and manggement of the club’s etivities, determine all
policies, elect or discipline members, and generally supervise the affairs 4

ARTICLE VIII —ELECTION PROCEDURE &

Section 1: Net later than April 1, the President shall, with the approval of the Board of Directors, announce
the appointment of n Nominating Committes of not fower than five () members. The Nominating Committee
shall seleet at Jenst one nominee for each expiring offies and directorship. Such nominations, in writing, shall be
in the handy of e Secretary-Treasuret not Intes than fteen (15) days thereafter,

Section 2: Upon receipt of the report of the Nominating Committes the Secretary-Treasurer shall, within seven
(7) daya, mal to cach member a notire retting forth the nominstions of the Nominating Committes in atphabetical
order and stating the date of the meeting t which the election shail be condveted, which date shell be not later
thaa April 30,

Section 3: During the mecting at which the slection is to be conducted the President shall read the notices as
issued by the Secretary-Treasurer and then praceed t conduct the snnual election. Separate balloting shall be
canducted for each office except where there is anly one nomines for an office, in which case the President shall
vequest a unenimoua ballot for snch nominee. A mrjority of the vates cast shall he required to elect, In the case
of directors, if the number of naminces exceeds the mumber of vacancies, the required sumber receiving the high-
est number of votes shall be declared clested. y

Oply members in good standing shall be eligible to hold office or voto.
Sectlon 7: Voting shall be by individuala and no person may cast moro then one vate. Prosies will mot
B rocognized.
Section 8: All officers and dirctors shall assume the responsibilities of their respective offices on October I next.

Section 9: The Secretary-Trensurer shall immediately report the results of all eleetions and appointments of
elnb officers to Optimist Intemationat and the District.

ARTICLE IX — MEETINGS

Section 1: Regular weekly. LUNCHECN __meotings of the clab shal be held on. MONDAY. _.___at
snch time and place a3 may be determined by the Board of Dircetors. Demeter's Muomal Of Pacliamentary Law
and Procedure shall gavern all deliberationa of this organization and its Board of Dircetors except g3 otherwise
provided in these hylawa. oy

Section 2: Special mectings may be called hy the President, or by the Secrctary-Treamirer upon receiving &
written request signed by at least five members in good standing, provided that every memher shall bave rescived,
atleast three (3) days prior thereto and in writing, noties of such special meeting stating the nature of the busincss
to be transacted at sid meoting. No other business mny be transacted at anoh mectings.

Section 3: One-third (34) of the members in good standing shall constitute » quorum at any reguiar, special or

annual meeting of the club.
ARTICLE X —REVENUE

Section 5: All funds, to which the public or members have contritmted for the specific purpase of inancing
eleemosynary, educational or eivic sctivitics.of the elnb, shail. be used solely for those purposes and separata
tecords of such funds shall be maintained. o

and memhers of all committees, and shall anaounce such appnintments ot Jatcr than October T, following hia

lecting.
oot ARTICLE XII — MISCELLANEOUS

Section 1: Ta recognition of the heneSts and services available to this club and its members through its affliation
with Optimist International and the District in which thia club is located, it shall be the palicy of this club to
exercise its rights and privileges of patticipation in the goverument and activities of Optimist International
and the District at all times. This club shall also provide for its proper representation t all meetings and con-
veations of Optimist International and the District, in nccordance with the bylaws thereof, and shall provide
for such representation when preparing the annunl budget.

Section 2: Any person who is proponed for and duly elected to membership in this club sball b decmed to have
necepted these bylaws and the Constitution and Bylaws of Optimist International, and shall he bound by thers
in all respects as i e had becn a member at the time of their adoption.

Sectlon 3: The Board of Direetors shall provide for the prompt payment of all dues and other obligations to
Optimist Iuternational aad tn the District, and shall reqnire the prompt completion and submissfon of allseports
required by Optimist International and the District.

Sectlon 4: The club hereby makes it a condition of membership that each member shall hecome a bona fde,
paid subseriber to The Optimist Magnzine, official publieation of Optimist International, and shall continne g
anch o5 long aa he remainn & member. Subscription foes shell be enllected by the alub simultanconsly with regnlar
dues and forwarded to Optimist International in the manaer provided by the latter.

ARTICLE XIII — NOT-FOR-FROFIT ORGANIZATION

Sectlon 1: This club is organized and shall operate a2 n not-for-profit organization for social welfare, sivie -
provement, aad other similax non-profit purposcs. Any income received shall be applied only to the han-profit
purposes and objeetives of the organizetion, and 1o part of tho income shall inure to the benofit of any officer or

member,
ARTICLE XIV — AMENDMENTS

Section 13 Any amendment, to these bylnws, if in conformity with the Constitution and Bylaws of Opticaist
International and the Distict, may bo adoptod by n two-thirds (35) vote of the members preseat at any mesting,
provided written natioe of the proposed smendment and date of uch meeting shall have heon given the members
at least two (%) waoks prior thereto,
